Doing business through Cofunds does not change your relationship
with your adviser in any way. Your chosen fund managers will continue
to manage your underlying fund investments, although if you transfer
an existing ISA, Cofunds will become your ISA manager.

Cofunds will administer your investments on your behalf, through your
adviser, and you will receive one set of commmunications from us
regarding your investment — much more manageable than receiving
paperwork from each individual fund or product provider.

We don’t make any charges to you for using Cofunds, which you might
find surprising when you consider the great benefits our consolidation
service offers you.

On the button at all times

There’s nothing better than being in the know to be in complete
control of your investments. That’s why we give your adviser
immediate access to instant valuations across your entire portfolio,
so you don’t have to wait for your statement to find how your
investment is performing.



Two ways to thread everything
together

Re-registration is the most straightforward way to transfer
your existing fund holdings to us. It is ideal if you want to keep
your holdings the same as they are now.

In essence, all you are doing is transferring the administration

of your existing funds from your previous plan manager to us.
Note that the original fund managers will still continue to manage
your underlying funds.

More importantly, re-registration allows you to consolidate your
investments without having to sell and buy back your holdings,
so that your investment is never out of the market. This means
you will not incur the initial charge normally associated with
selling and buying back investments.

Please note that some plan managers may charge for a
transfer or include an exit fee. Not all fund managers support
re-registration. Your adviser will be able to tell you whether
your existing fund holdings are available for re-registration.

A Cash Transfer is the other popular way of transferring ISA
investments. It is ideal if you wish to re-balance your portfolio
and invest in a new set of funds, or if for some reason you are

not able to re-register your existing holdings.

This process does involve selling your original holdings and buying
back new ones, so you will be temporarily exposed to market
movements during the transfer. Fund charges wiill also apply.

However, in many cases, you will be able make new fund
selections without incurring the initial charge usually associated
with transfers.



How to get all your
INnvestments sewn up in
one place

Your adviser will prepare the necessary paperwork for you to
consolidate all your investments through Cofunds, so you can
enjoy a single account view of your ISAs, investment funds and
more.
